Before you begin

Teaching strategies

Update the commitment level, add
a task to the To-do list, and show how to add additional details and
notes to the plan.

® Allow students 15 minutes to begin their own plans. Provide students
assistance as necessary.

° Ask a couple of students to share a few details of their plans with the class —
their pathway and why they chose it, or what kind of future they’re interested
in and an overview of the plan they created to fit that future.

e Have students answer the following reflection question in their Xello
Assignment:
